The Lord confirms His Word – 
 
"In that day," declares the Lord, "I will gather the lame; I will 
assemble the exiles and those I have brought to grief.

Why do you now cry aloud—is there no King in you? Has your counselor 
perished, that pain seizes you like that of a woman in labor?  Writhe [struggle] in 
agony, O Daughter of Zion, like a woman in labor, for now you must leave the city 
to camp in the open field….(It is in the open, wilderness of life, that we feel, 
forgotten, forsaken and most vulnerable!  Yet it is…) there you will be rescued. 
There the Lord will redeem you out of the hand of your enemies.   
 
[The ungodly] have assembled against you … but they do not know the thoughts 
of the Lord, and they do not understand His purpose …. 
 
Rise and thresh [trample as one’s enemy; discuss or examine an issue 
repeatedly], O Daughter of Zion, for I will give you horns of iron; I will give you 
hoofs of bronze [He will strengthen you to do what must be done!].... You will 
devote [other’s] ill-gotten gains to the Lord, their wealth to the Lord of all the 
earth.”

[We] You have the victory!  But we are in a battle – there is work for us to do!  You 
must go before the Lord God and ask (if you do not already know) what is your 
responsibility?  Not only must you pray, there is an action plan as well.  Receive 
the plan and then work the plan!
