
Praying For Our Neighbors...One Porch At A Time  
 

The basic concept of the Porch Light Ministry is to share the 

love of God with our neighbors through prayer . 
 
As we carry out our responsibility of praying; we completely 
trust the Holy Spirit to carry out His responsibility. We do this 

by going door to door, in groups of 2 -  4 people, in our 
neighborhood simply asking if the home dweller has any prayer requests; 

thus the word ñPorchò indicating the literal place where the prayer takes 
place. We believe in the power and privilege of prayer and that prayer  

ultimately can have impact on the community. We believe God may choose 
to release His grace and mercy through our prayers; thus the term ñlightò  

indicating the presence of God, the Holy Spirit and Jesus Christ. The goal of 
the Porch Light Ministry is to bring Godôs presence to the home. 

 
We believe the Bible teaches that people are spiritual beings  
created by God in a spiritual reality. As part of the spiritual reality, there is a 

battle or struggle between truth and deception. People make decisions and 
choose in a very practical way whether to live based on truth or deception. 

Prayer can impact how people choose to live. The Bible also teaches that this 
spiritual battle is not always easily detectable or seen but nonetheless,  

everyone is affected by this struggle. Prayer is our opportunity to ask God to 

help us in the struggle; as individuals, neighborhoods, churches and cities.  

 
Anyone who has accepted Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior can  
participate. In other words, if you believe that only Jesus can forgive your sin 

and has restored a right relationship with God and and you desire to serve 
him above anything else; qualifies you to participate with the Porch Light 

Ministry. Once the relationship with God has been restored, the Bible teaches 

there are specific benefits for those who choose to live by Godôs direction. 
The truth is God wants us to come to him for help and guidance. It is a privi-

lege given to us.  
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The Porch Light Ministry meets first Sunday of the month (Communion  

Sunday) shortly after service for preparatory prayer and brief direction prior to 
going out to the neighborhood. Participants can stay as long as their schedule 

permits ...typically we are out for 1 -  2 hours.
